•	 Determine that you have received the 
correct product before unpacking and 
unwrapping the leg system components. 

•	 The leg system components must be 
protected from abrasion and scratching 
during installation. Use padding on the 
floor to protect your console during 
layout and assembly. 

•	 The width of the the Victorian style is 
determined by the spacing of the holes 
drilled in the customer supplied stone 
shelf. Height is field cuttable. Depth is 
not field cuttable. 
 

•	 Verticals must be plumb and horizontals 
must be level. Wall Returns and Shelf 
Supports must be parallel, and square 
to the Horizontal Crossbar. Leg heights 
may need to be shimmed to achieve a 
level counter top. 

•	 Leg assemblies must be positioned so 
that the set screw holes face toward 
the back wall and Wall Flanges must be 
rotated so that the set screw holes are 
not visible from a standing position in 
front of the vanity. 

•	 Wall bracket must be secured solidly to 
the wall to bear the weight of the 
counter top. 

•	 Legs MUST be pinned to the floor to 
prevent lateral movement. 

•	 The counter top must be attached to 
the tops of the legs and the wall bracket 
with silicone adhesive. Confirm that the 
installation is correct and complete and 
that the shelf, if included, fits properly 
before permanently gluing the counter 
top into place.

OF (3) FASTENERS SHOULD BE USED. If solid blocking is not available, fasten bracket to stud framing 
in the wall. Use the included fasteners or fasteners of the appropriate length to engage sufficiently 
with the framing.

The bracket has pre-drilled holes for easy fastening. However if the pre-drilled holes do not align
with the stud framing in the wall, additional holes must be drilled into the bracket at the stud
location(s).     
The wall bracket must be carefully positioned such that the top surface of the bracket is perfectly
level with the top of ALL legs and risers.

A generous bead of silicone (adhesive) must be applied to the top of the wall bracket and the tops
of the legs (and rear risers if applicable) in order to secure the sink top.

If the stud locations can be determined, drill holes in the tile at these locations and use #12 screws of
the appropriate length to engage with the framing at least 1-1/2“.
